Liability:
LIA and all organizations and individuals who are employed by or associated with it in connection with this Sponsor Program, 
will not assume responsibility and shall be held harmless by all SPPs for damage or loss resulting from fire, theft, or any other 
cause whatsoever, including accident or injury to SPPs, their employees and agents, the public, or others. The SPP agrees to 
pay promptly for any and all damages to the building or its equipment incurred through carelessness or otherwise, of vendor 
or his employees or agents.

Losses:
LIA will not take responsibility for damage to SPP’s property or lost shipments either incoming or outgoing, nor for moving costs.

Cancellations:
